Winter

· Have a celebration to thank volunteers

· Review previous year’s work: 

· What went well?

· What could you do differently and better?

· Take an inventory of tools, trail supplies, work gloves, etc.

· Establish new goals; identify projects for the coming year

· Draft a work schedule 

Spring 

· Walk trails from end to end and update your database.

· Consider the need to post and close wet trails.

· Revise the work schedule.

Spring/Summer
· Begin work projects:

· Clear deadfalls from winter storms. 

· Trim encroaching vegetation before it leafs out. 

· Remove invasive, exotic plants before they leaf out.

· Plant native vegetation. 

· Address important safety-related trail work.

· On National Trails Day (first Saturday in June), hold a fun trail workday and/or outing.
Summer/Fall
· Undertake work near streams or in wet areas.
· Clear encroaching vegetation.

Fall 

· Plant native vegetation.
